Walking trail around the school The prairie trail is a six-tenths of a mile rock and cement trail that winds
through the softball complex and practice football field on the south side of school property. Trail
walkers enjoy the scenery as well as the incline of a couple of small hills. Both the track and trail are lit
from 5 a.m. to dawn and again from dusk to 9 p.m. The facilities are open as much as possible for
patrons to use and enjoy.
